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A majority of senior voters support placing a cap on
what seniors pay out-of-pocket for prescriptions drugs
in the Medicare Part D program (84% total support,
57% strongly support).
*  Net support for legislation that would evenly distribute
out-of-pocket costs over the cost of the year slightly

increased among Biden voters (+4) over the past
month.

More than three in four (77%) senior voters on
Medicare are currently comfortable going to their
doctor to receive routine medical care in person,
however this differs among Trump and Biden voters.

* Net comfort going to the doctor decreased among Trump
voters (-7), while it slightly increased among Biden voters (+4).

Forty percent of senior voters on Medicare report
they’ve personally delayed seeking routine medical care
since the start of COVID-19.

*  The percent of senior voters on Medicare who have delayed
seeking medical care increased 3% over the past month.

Methodology:
Wave 1: This poll was conducted between August 7-10, 2020 among a national sample of 1000 senior voters on Medicare.

Wave 2: This poll was conducted September 3-6, 2020 among a national sample of 1,000 senior voters on Medicare. The interviews were conducted online, and the data were weighted 2

to approximate a target sample of senior voters on Medicare based on gender and race. Results from the full survey have a margin of error of plus or minus 3 percentage points.
